Assessment of Green Building Fund applications

Final applications that demonstrate applicant eligibility are forwarded for merit assessment to a Departmental Panel convened by the Program Delegate, a Commonwealth employee authorised by the Minister for Innovation, Industry, Science and Research to administer the Green Building Fund program.  The Program Delegate will take the merit assessment and availability of program funds into account in deciding which applications are offered support. An AusIndustry customer service manager will provide written notification of the Program Delegate’s decision.

In completing a merit assessment, the Panel considers the strengths of the application against a set of merit criteria prescribed by the Minister for Innovation, Industry, Science and Research—refer to Appendix 1 of this Guide for details. The application decision letter may reference the merit criteria (and their specific indicators of merit) in explaining the decision.

The application form is designed to get the information needed to assess the merit of an application against the merit criteria. Writing an effective response to each section of the application form is the best way to maximise the likelihood of the application getting a high merit rating. 
Privacy and confidentiality

The confidentiality of information provided to AusIndustry, a division of the Department of Innovation, Industry, Science and Research (the Department), by applicants for the Green Building Fund program is protected by the relevant provisions and penalties of the Public Service Act 1999, the Public Service Regulations, the Privacy Act 1988, the Crimes Act 1914, the Criminal Code and general law. 

The Department will use the information in the application form for the purposes of discharging their respective functions under the program and for related uses. These functions include determining eligibility for assistance under the program, assessing merit, preparing grant agreements, calculating the amount of funding that will be paid to successful applicants, and assisting with compliance activities. The Department may also use information received in applications in any other legitimate Departmental business.

While the Department will seek to protect sensitive information from disclosure to external parties, disclosure of some confidential information may occur as specified in the Green Building Fund Customer Information Guide or as mentioned in this application form.

As part of the assessment of this application, the Department may need to consult with, and provide material from the application to, other government agencies or bodies, other organisations and/or relevant individuals, in order to substantiate any claims or statements made in the application form, or to otherwise assist in the assessment of the application. If this occurs, the Department will endeavour to ensure that the parties who are consulted observe appropriate confidentiality.

For this purpose, commissioning is defined as the systematic process of assuring, by verification and documentation, that all facility systems perform in accordance with design documentation and intent, and in accordance with owners' operational needs, including preparation of operational personnel.

The applicant must be able to fund an amount at least equal to the grant from sources other than government grant funding. ‘Government’ includes Commonwealth, state and territory, local or international government agencies including but not restricted to the Australian Research Council, Australian universities and Cooperative Research Centres.  The Green Building Fund (Stream A) Customer Information Guide includes further details of permitted sources for the applicant's share of project costs.

· a government grant funding source includes, but is not limited to, grants from Commonwealth, state, local and international government agencies and programs.

Preparation of the letter 

The letter must be prepared and signed by a person who:

· is not a director, other office holder, or employee of the applicant or a related body corporate of the applicant

· has not been engaged by the applicant for the purpose of preparing the Green Building Fund application
· has no financial interest in the applicant, and 

· is a current member of the Institute of Chartered Accountants in Australia; or the Society of Certified Practising Accountants; or the National Institute of Accountants as a Public Practice Certified Member.

Format of the letter

The letter must include the following statement:

On the basis of the evidence [Applicant Name] has supplied to me, I consider [Applicant Name] is solvent and able to fund its share of the cost of the proposed Green Building Fund project. This opinion is based on total project expenditure of [$ project expenditure].
2. Statement of pre-project and predicted green house gas emissions
The applicant must provide documentary evidence of its pre-project green house gas emissions and base building energy usage, and predicted reduction green house gas emissions that will result from the project.
Preparation of the statement
The applicant must engage a qualified National Australian Built Environment Rating System (NABERS) assessor to provide this statement.  If the NABERS assessor engaged by the applicant does not have the skills necessary to certify the predicted green house gas emission reductions, the NABERS assessor should engage an individual with the necessary skills.

The NABERS assessor engaged by the applicant must be someone who is: 
· is not a director, other office holder, or employee of the applicant or a related body corporate of the applicant; and
· has no financial interest in the applicant.
If a NABERS assessment has been undertaken by the applicant within 12 months of the project start date, by a qualified NABERS assessor, this may be used as an input to the certification process.  

Format of the certification
The required format for the certification of pre-project and predicted green house gas emissions can be found at Appendix 2.  The NABERS assessor is required to sign and date the schedule of works or project plan (see below) on which he/she has based the predicted green house gas emissions. This should be attached to his/her certification.
3. Schedule of works

Appendix 1: Green Building Fund program merit criteria: Stream A

The following merit criteria, prescribed by the Minister for Innovation, Industry, Science and Research, are used when undertaking merit assessment of all Green Building Fund applications. Each merit criterion is weighted as indicated. While assessment against each merit criterion is made by reference to the overall application, particular sections of the application relate more strongly to certain merit criteria than to others. This is noted below.
Criterion 1 – Potential green house gas emission reduction (weighting = 60%)

Applicants may indicate merit by demonstrating that the project is likely to achieve, through a reduction in base building energy
, significant reductions in:

· Green house gas emissions per square metre (m2) of total floor area; and/or

· Total green house gas emissions.  


In assessing this criterion, AusIndustry will take into account the information provided by the NABERS assessor.

Criterion 2 – Demonstration potential (weighting = 20%)

Applicants may indicate merit by demonstrating: 

· The extent of the potential for measuring and sharing project outcomes, such as the green house gas emission impact, cost savings and productivity gains;

· The extent to which cost effective, innovative technologies will be applied that could be more widely adopted by other building owners.

Criterion 3 – Project design and management (weighting = 20%)

Applicants may indicate merit by demonstrating: 

· That a well-articulated, appropriate and cost-effective project plan exists for the project, including appropriate commissioning processes;

· That they have the technical capacity to undertake the project, including appropriately skilled staff and/or contractors;

· That they have or will have systems in place to optimise the outcomes achieved, such as appropriate management of commissioning processes, relevantly skilled facilities management personnel, monitoring systems and systems to encourage tenancy engagement and compliance. 

Responses to questions in Part B of the application are particularly relevant to assessment of the application against the merit criteria.
